Due in June

The Not-for-Profit Corporation
Annual Report is due for most
churches and associations at
the Kansas Secretary of State’s
Office by June 15, 2010 (The
deadline is different if your
church’s fiscal year does not
begin in January.). You may
complete the form on line

at www.kssos.org. Click on
Business Filing Center on the left
side of the page and click on File
an Annual Report in the center of
the page.

If a report is not filed annually,
the church will forfeit its
corporate status. According
to legal counsel, the biggest
danger is personal liability of
each church member when
the corporate charter is not in
place. If corporate status has
lapsed, it may be reinstated.

If there is a question about a
church’s status, you may contact
the Secretary of State’s office by
calling 785.296.4564.
