






KCKBA Children and Youth Compete at 
State Bible Drill and Speaker Tournament
On Saturday, April 16, eight children and youth from two churches in the 
Kansas City Kansas Baptist Association—Emmanuel Chinese Baptist Church 
(ECBC), Lenexa, and Dynamic Life Baptist Ministries (DLBM), Kansas City,—
competed with 17 other children and youth in the annual Kansa-Nebraska 
Convention of Southern Baptists’ Bible Drill and Speaker Tournament at 
Webster Conference Center in Salina. 

Evelyn Cheung and Alycia Martin from ECBC and Charity and Chloe Strong 
from DLBM qualified for and participated in the State (KNCSB) Children’s 
Bible Drill. Alycia had a perfect score and Evelyn scored enough points to be 
declared a winner. Winners received a medal and all participants received 
a music CD. Steele Stewart from ECBC and Koinonia Strong from DLBM 
qualified for and participated in the State (KNCSB) Youth Bible Drill. First, 
second, and third place winners received scholarships for any youth function 
sponsored by their church, their local association, KNCSB or the Southern 
Baptist Convention. All participants received a music CD. Hanna Sims and 
Jeanette Tho, both from ECBC, tied for second place in the Youth Speaker 
Tournament. Each received a $100 scholarship to be used for an approved 
youth event.

Delores Hanneman, KNCSB Bible Drill and Speaker Tournament Coordinator, 
stated that although not all participants received a tangible award, they all won 
because of the scriptures they have learned that will benefit them eternally. 
Information gleaned from parent and leader evaluations showed a growing 
interest for younger Children’s Bible Drill (grades 1–3) along with Bible Drill 
for children grades 4–6 and youth grades 9–12. Brochures regarding 2012 
Bible Drills and Speaker Tournament will be mailed to churches in August. The 
2012 State Bible Drill/Speaker Tournament is scheduled for Saturday, April

The balance 
is due June 21. It is preferred that 
campers make individual checks to 
your church and then the church will 
make a combined checks payable 
to KCKBA.

Each church should provide one 
sponsor for 5 or fewer boys and every 
5 or fewer girls.
The camp theme of Jesus is the 
Way, the Truth, and the Life will be 
interpreted by Dale Phillips, camp 
pastor. Phillips, a ventriloquist and 
puppeteer, has been camp pastor 
before and was well received by the 
children and sponsors.

Don Andrews and Haven Baptist Church in Kansas City, Kansas have been 
involved in a Sunday morning witness training process during the Sunday 
School and worship hours. They are using the source Every Believer A Wit-
ness to teach this revolutionary new evangelism strategy designed to motivate 
and train Sunday morning attendees to actively share their faith 

The approach to this teaching method begins in the Sunday morning worship 
services, when the masses of uninvolved members are present. It involves the 
people in self-teaching as they read the Scriptures aloud themselves. It uses 
new ways of motivating people to want to witness and to believe they can. The 
simple format requires no visits, no books to read, no DVDs to watch or CDs 
of which to listen, and nothing to memorize! It focuses on the witnessing style 
that every believer can do well—sharing in a non-pushy way what Jesus has 
done for them. This method of evangelism teaches people additional ways to 
keep their daily focus on witnessing while teaching witnessing as a way of life 
in believers’ daily activities.
