Excerpts from the Blue Valley Baptist Church Newsletter

In February 2010, a massive
earthquake and tsunami shook
Concepcion, Chile with over 500 lives
lost. During November 10-20, 2011,
thirty-eight North Americans traveled
to Concepcion to share about the love
of God and the forgiveness of sin.
Included in that 38, were 15 people
from the Kansas City area—Jack
Wallace and Ryan Hudnell from Blue
Valley Baptist Church of Overland
Park and Allen Seamiers and Scott
Mayse from Rutlader Cowboy Church
in Louisburg. As this team of short-

term mission volunteers worked with
the Baptist Churches of Chile visiting
the lost without Christ, we found a
common expression. Those who
survived the earthquake and tsunami
would refer to the survival as being
born again. In our understanding,

it meant being saved from death.
Because of this thought, we were
able to share how to be born again
in their spiritual life with Christ. They
had given us the open door to share
about salvation. At the end of the
week of visits, sharing and prayer, we

were able to see 2,110 Chileans pray
to receive Christ into their lives. Praise
God that as we are obedient to go
and share, He calls those who accept
into the Kingdom. After receiving
Christ into their lives, they were able
to say they have been Born Again for
eternity with Jesus.

Many LBC members traveled to Haiti, Sudan, Nicaragua, and twice to Hermosillo, Mexico as well as Romania for
ministry this year. They did everything from the construction of homes, helping church plants get off the ground using
various events, refurbished a university campus, trained pastors in Sudan to start churches in remote areas of Sudan.
In 2012 their aim is to follow the Lord’s leading in going to the 10/40 Window of unreached people groups.
